Six Steps to a PowerPoint Presentation

1. Start PowerPoint and choose a Blank Presentation 

2. Choose slide theme  
Use the slide master before you start entering text 
to establish the chosen fonts on the slides. 
Also use slide master to make global changes.
This avoids having to change each slide 
individually.

Apply a theme and a background to the master slide.
 

3. Enter the title and any additional text

Type the title directly onto the slide in the place holder, 
and type the body of the text in the text place holder.  
There can be one or more place holders per slide.
also an area at the bottom of the slide for notes to be 
added.  If you like, you can view your notes as a full page 
in order to add more content to this area.
holders for the body of the text, and there are various 
levels of indent, where the text gets progressively smaller 
as the indent increases. Most slide layouts have 5 levels of 
indent.  Use the indent formatting button, or drag the 
indent to the desired position.

·  Every bullet is followed by a capital letter
