
 

 

 

Photo Layouts 

Using the Dolphin Screen Editor, you can create and edit layouts used for viewing and/or printing images. The Screen 
Editor is not a “What You See Is What You Get” tool; instead it will maximize the use of workspace/paper to output the 
highest possible resolution images.  

When designing a layout, preview and save often as getting the correct position of the label, logo, and images sometimes 
requires trial and error. 

To open the Dolphin Screen Editor 

Click Edit in the Image Layout group box of the Capture Setup dialog box, 

Or, select Page Setup from the File menu. 

Or, select Edit Layouts from the Edit menu.  

The Dolphin Screen Editor dialog box is displayed using the current image layout. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Dolphin Screen Editor  

Menu Bar- Contains menus that are used to access program features. 

Tool Bar- Contains buttons that are used to access program features. 

Preview- Shows a preview of the layout. 

By default, the preview includes light green margin handles that you 
can click and drag to change the margins.  

Rulers- Provide measurement guides that are used to judge the size of 
elements in the layout. 

When modifying an existing layout save it with a new name in case of 
error.  



 

Adding and changing images 

 

You can add images, text labels, and logos to 
layouts. When you print a layout, all the elements 
you added to that layout are printed. 

When you view a layout (on the Dolphin Imaging main screen or the Patient Charts 
dialog box, for example), only the images are displayed. 

After adding an image, a default representation of that image appears in the layout, 
image properties can now be set. 

 

 

 

Renaming an image 

A dialog box appears where you can enter a new name for this image slot. 
Type a new descriptive name, and click OK. 
 

 

Moving and sizing images 

Hold down the ALT key while using the resizing handles on a side of an image or logo to make the image or logo either 
wider or taller. Use the resizing handles in the corner of an image or logo to change both the width and height. 

 
 
 
 
Hold down the CTRL key and 
click the other images you want 
to resize. Select the image you 
want to resize the other images to 
last. 
 

 
Snap Border to Image Size from the Edit menu. The image border resizes so it is large enough to contain the image. 
 

Moving several images, labels, or logos 

Click on an image that you want to move, then hold down the CTRL key while clicking other images. They will all move 
together. 
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Using multiply time points in a layout 
 
As used in the compare/3, compare/Final, 
compare/Progress layouts, these layouts use images 
from three different timepoints. 
 
Indicate in the image properties the timepoint to use. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Adding and modifying a label 

Labels can be assigned either to the main layout area or to the header or footer. 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
Basic properties such as the name of the label, the label location (header, footer, 
or body of the layout), the text, and the page setup tokens are used for the label. 
 
The font selection allows you to choose a font style, size and color for the label. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Using the screen elements list 
This list is particularly useful when one or more images 
being used in the layout are not visible (for instance, if other 
images have been moved on top of it).  

Using this list, you can see a list of all the images being 
used in a layout. Select one of those images, and move it to 
the viewable area. 
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
